WARRANTY DEED
PETER M. BROWER, whose mailing address is P.O, Box 73, Newport, Maine, for
consideration paid, grant to DOUGLAS C. BANE and SUSANNE C. BANE, husband
and wife, both of Palmyra, County of Somerset, State of Maine (mailing address: P.O.
Box 148, Palmyra, Maine 04965), with WARRANTY COVENANTS, as joint tenants, a

certain [ot or parcel of land situated in the town of St. Albans, Somerset County, State of
Maine, being more particularly described as follows: 07369

A certain lot or parcel of land being lot #1 on an approved subdivision plan entitled, * Big
Indian Estates Subdivision”, recorded in Somerset County Registry of Deeds in Plan File
B-85-089, amended by plan recorded in Plan File B-86-076, and further amended by plan
recorded in Plan File B-86-137.

Being a portion of the premises conveyed to Peter M. Brower by deed from Herbert O.
Luckman, et al., dated September 21, 1984, and recorded in the Somerset Registry of

Deeds, Book 1163, Page 132.

The above described premises are subject to the following restrictions, which together
with the following rights, shall be in the nature of covenants with the land:

1. Said lot may be used only for a single family dwelling house,
garage, guest house for non-commercial purpose, terraces, decks,
patios, storage buildings, boat sheds, and other customary accessory
uses.

2. No trade or business use may be conducted on said lot.

3. No structures of a temporary character, trailer, basements, sheds,
shacks and garages or other forms of mobile dwellings or out buildings
shall be used at any time as a residence; provided, however, that
nothing herein contained shall restrict the Grantees from camping on
their lot using any recreational camping equipment or vehicle. This
may only be done on a seasonal basis and under no circumstances be
called a residence, Recreational vehicles built after 1976 may be used
for temporary camping, however, said vehicles may not remain on the
lot for more than 90 days in any given calendar year.

4. All structures erected on said lot shall be finished with clapboards,
log siding, stone, masonry or other finished siding which shall be
compatible with surrounding dwellings.

5. Said lot and all structures built thereon are subject to and shall
comply with all zoning laws and all rules and regulations and
ordinances of the municipality, county and state, relative to the
construction and use of buildings, sewerage disposal, National Flood
Insurance program (if applicable), and all other uses of the property.

6. Grantees shall locate their respective subsurface sewerage disposal
systems where designated in said plan, unless alternate sites are located
under the Maine State Plumbing Code Standard. )

7. Said lot has 15' setback (sidelines) lines and a minimum of 25
setback from the edge of the road.

8. Any building shall be completed within one (1) year after
commencement of construction.

9, Minimum floor area of any dwelling shall be 800 square feet
exclusive of porch area, garage and out buildings.

10. All lawns, or other suitable landscape areas shall be maintained in
an attractive manner. No trash, waste, filth, tools, junked cars,
appliances, or refuse shall be allowed to accumulate on the lot and
exterior of the residence in such a manner as to give an unsightly
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
