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QUITCLAIM DEED WITH COVENANT

RICHARD SPENCER PUTNEY and AUDREY W. PUTNEY, of Sedgwick, Hancock.
County, State of Maine, for consideration paid, grant to RICHARD SPENCER PUTNEY and
AUDREY W. PUTNEY, husband and wife, both of Sedgwick, Hancock County, State of Maine,
with Quitclaim Covenant, as tenants in common, each as to a one-half in common and undivided
interest, the land, together with the buildings and improvements thereon, in Sedgwick, Hancock

County, State of Maine, described as follows:

A certain lot or parcel of land, together with the buildings thereon, situated in
Sedgwick, Hancock County, Maine, bounded and described as follows:

Beginning at stake and stones at the comer of land formerly owned by Robert
Friend, it being central part of Lot No. 22 of the second division on the plan of the
town of Sedgwick; thence North fifty degrees West (N. 50° W.) to the Herriman
lot, so-called; thence by the Herriman lot to land formerly owned by Pickering
Eaton to stake and stones; thence East fifty degrees South (E. 50° 8.) by said
Eaton’s land to the northwest corner of land formerly owned by Robert Friend to
stake and stones; thence by said Friend’s land to the first mentioned bound,
excepting and reserving that part of said lot on the East side of the highway
containing twelve (12) acres, more or less. The above described lot contains fifty-
three (53) acres, more or less.

EXCEPTING and not hereby conveying so much of the above described parcel as
was conveyed in the deed from Grady Harrison Holloway, Jr. and Deborah
Brewster Holloway to William Gulliver dated April 29, 1980 and recorded in
‘Book 1576, Page 154 of the Hancock County, Maine, Registry of Deeds, said
parcel being described in said deed as follows, to wit:
