COVENANTS, as joint tenants, a certain lot or parcel of land, together with any

buildings thereon, situated in Ellsworth, County of Hancock, State of Maine, bounded

and described as follows:

PARCEL ONE: Lot 1 as shown on a Plan of Jellison Estates West, dated January 30,
1996,prepared by A.E. Sturgeon & Company. The property is generally described as
follows:
